Please note that comments made through this website are anonymous and as such cannot be 
considered as a formal public submission on the Draft Community Consultation Policy. 
However, a summary of all comments made through this website will be provided to 
Councillors along with public submissions for consideration prior to Councillors making 
decisions on this matter.
