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Zoning Comparison

Industrial zone Locations

Existing industrial zones are located at Braemar, Mittagong, Bowral, Moss Vale and New
Berrima. Under the new Shirewide LEP, the land along Berrima Road between Moss Vale
and New Berrima will be zoned to Industrial and will be known as the Moss Vale
Enterprise Corridor.

Development Controls

Currently there are no minimum subdivision requirements for industrial land, however
Clause 19 of WLEP 1989 states that a site with a minimum area of 1000m?and an
average width of not less than 20 metres is required in order to erect a building.

Clause 20 of WLEP 1989 requires that buildings erected on land having a frontage to an
existing or proposed arterial road or main road must be set back 20 metres and buildings
erected on land with frontage to other roads must be set back 10 metres.

Under the new Shire Wide LEP, it is not intended to include any development standards in
relation to the subdivision and development of Industrial zoned land. Such requirements
will be incorporated into a new Development Control Plan specifically for Industrial Areas.
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Moss Vale Enterprise Corridor

The Moss Vale Enterprise Corridor is located between the western side of Moss Vale and
New Berrima, extending from Berrima Road to Douglas Road and the Blue Circle Spur
Line.

The eastern end of the Corridor is occupied by a mixture of light and general industrial
uses such as manufacturing, car repairs, and rural suppliers. At the western end of the
Corridor is Berrima Blue Circle, a heavy industry activity manufacturing cement for the
local and state building industry.

The Corridor land was identified in the WLEP 1989 by way of a cross hatching over land
for a total area of approximately 630 hectares. The underlying 1(a) Rural land zoning was
retained, however, Clause 41 of WLEP 1989 allowed the Council to consider and approve
development for industrial purposes within the subject area despite the 1(a) rural zone.
This in effect provided flexibility for industrial development to be considered as the
demand arose.

In 2005, Council commissioned a study to confirm the suitability of the subject area as a
future major employment hub for the Shire and the Region. The study, completed in 2006,
confirmed that the area was suitable for industrial development due to its proximity to rail
services (Main Southern Line and Moss Vale — Unanderra Rail line) and to the Hume
Highway, providing a development potential of some 450-500 hectares.

As a result of this finding, under the draft Shire Wide LEP, the majority of the area cross
hatched in WLEP 1989 has been zoned to IN1 General Industrial. Some land on the
eastern side of the Main Southern Railway Line along McCourt Road has not been
included in the IN1 General Industrial zone due to sensitive landscape issues and
proximity to Wingecarribee River.

The Blue Circle site, Southern Limestone site, and land on the eastern side of McCourt
Road north of the proposed by-pass, including Joy Manufacturing, will all be zoned IN3
Heavy Industrial. Light Industrial zones will be provided on the south eastern edge of the
Moss Vale Enterprise Corridor at Bulwer Road and on Suttor Road, Moss Vale.

The development of the area will be supported by a development control plan which will
define the actual development parameters in terms of building design, setbacks,
landscaping, locations, traffic etc.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial on the eastern side of the Old Hume
Highway in the vicinity of Isedale Road to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial on the eastern side of the Old Hume
Highway in the vicinity of Tyree Place to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial between Drapers Road and the Loop Line,
including Gantry Place, to IN1 General Industrial.

Mittagong

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial between Chinaman’s Ck, Lyell Street, Old
Hume Highway and Old Bowral Road to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land between Old Hume Highway, Frankland Street, Owen Street and
Gibbergunyah Ck from 4(a) General Industrial to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land between Owen Street, Old Hume Highway and Gibbergunyah Creek
from 1(c) to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(b) Light Industrial between Frankland Street and Roscoe St to
B5 Business Development.

Moss Vale

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial in the vicinity of Suttor Road and Vale
Road to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land along the western side of Lackey Road zoned 1(a) Rural but currently
used for industrial purposes, to IN1 General Industrial, except for the Southern
Limestone site.

Rezone the Southern Limestone site from 1(a) Rural to IN3 Heavy Industrial.

Rezone land along the eastern side of McCourt Road north of the proposed bypass
road which is zoned 1(a) Rural but currently used for industrial purposes to IN3 Heavy
Industrial.
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Rezone land zoned 1(a) Rural on Suttor Road and south of the proposed bypass road
to IN2 Light Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial north of Lytton Road along Lackey Road to
IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial bounded by Parkes Road, Lackey Rd and
Farmers Place to IN2 Light Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial between Bulwer Rd, Lytton Rd and
Berrima Road and Moss Vale Cemetery to IN2 Light Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 1(a) Rural and identified as Eco Enterprise Corridor under WLEP
1989 to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 5(a) Salesyard and 5(a) Rubbish Depot to IN1 General Industrial.

Rezone land zoned 4(a) General Industrial surrounding New Berrima Village to IN1
General Industrial.
